$50,000 to provide Thanksgiving meals for more than 450 local families.
With over 350 runners participating, the event was a great success,
made possible by the incredible support of our community.

Our private gathering with donors, partners, and community members
to raise awareness of United Against Poverty’s mission, acknowledge
our donors and partnerships, and celebrate the work and impact we
make together.

VOLUNTEER INCOME TAX ASSISTANCE (VITA)

Since 2016, UP Orlando has been one of the few sites offering the VITA
Program, coordinated through Heart of Florida United Way. Over the
past seven years, participating families have received more than $1
million in tax refunds.

UP Orlando partnered with City of Orlando Commissioner Shan Rose,
Orlando Magic, and Florida Blue to provide Thanksgiving meals to local
families as part of our Hopeful Harvest initiative. Through this effort, we

In 2025, we hosted our first UPIlift Summer Celebration, a vibrant
community event designed to connect families with essential resources,
educational support, and wellness information. The celebration featured
interactive games, giveaways, and meaningful opportunities for
community engagement. More than 40 community vendors participated,
providing valuable resources and services, and free food was offered to
ensure a welcoming and inclusive experience for all attendees.

HOPE FOR THE HOLIDAYS

On December 15, UP Orlando hosted our annual Hope for the Holidays
initiative, in which families were welcomed onto our campus. Our STEP
auditorium was transformed into a festive, holiday experience where
families could pick up breakfast bundles and select toys for the children.
